The Centre for Eurasian Studies analyzes the challenges for Serbia’s foreign
policy in Eurasia, a world region that generates the greatest growth of the global
economy and where major multilateral projects have been launched.
Traditionally, Serbia has good and elaborated bilateral relations with countries
in this part of the world, so the work of researchers is often related to topics of
this nature. Researchers edited the following collections: “Integration Processes
in Eurasia” (2019), “Conflict Zones in the Post-Soviet Space and Regional
Security” (2021), as well as thematic research related to Eurasian studies in the
collections: “Energy Diplomacy of the Republic of Serbia in Contemporary
International Relations” (2019) and “Russia and Serbia in the Contemporary
World: Bilateral Relations, Challenges and Opportunities” (2020). Together
with the Public Diplomacy Fund of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Russian Federation “Gorchakov”, two round tables were held (2020 and 2022)
on the topic of regional relations, regional security, and relations between the
Balkan states and Russia. In the course of 2022, researchers from the centre will
implement a joint project of international importance with researchers from
the Faculty of Political Science of the Moscow State University “Lomonosov”.

It was
founded on the basis of an agreement signed with the Institute for European
Studies of the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences in 2017, as a regional
centre for project management in the then format of cooperation “16 +1”.
In cooperation with this institute, the centre was a co-organiser of many
conferences and a co-publisher of proceedings. The international conference
held in Belgrade (2019) “Belt and Road Initiative: Six Years After”, as well
as the collection of papers “The Cooperation between China and the Balkan
Countries under the Belt and Road Initiative”, stand out. From 2021, the
centre holds regular conferences and publishes papers within the “Dialogues
on China” format.

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INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION

International cooperation has been a very important part of IIPE’s
activities since its establishment. The Institute has established cooperation
with numerous research institutes, university institutes, other scientific
institutes, and research centres in the region and the world. This
cooperation includes international scientific conferences, round tables,
bilateral dialogues, exchange of visits, study visits, lectures by
distinguished guests from abroad, courses for diplomats and
postgraduates, participation of IIPE associates in conferences abroad, and
exchange of papers and publications, etc. IIPE associates have participated
as experts in the work of state and other delegations in numerous
international conferences and meetings of international organisations.

The archives of the Institute contain about a hundred agreements on
cooperation with scientific and higher education institutions around the
world, from Japan in the east to Argentina in the west of the planet. The
success and importance of international cooperation is confirmed by the
fact that in the last three years cooperation agreements have been concluded
with Nizhny Novgorod State Engineering and Economic University (2019),
the American College of Thessaloniki (2019), the Faculty of Political Science
and International Relations “Matej Bel” from Banska Bystrica (2019),
Egyptian Council for Foreign Affairs (2019), Chinese Academy of Sciences
and Technology for Development (2019), Budapest Institute of Foreign
Affairs and Trade (2019), Confucius Institute (2019), the Belarusian Institute
for Strategic Research in Minsk (2020), the Indian Council of World Affairs
(2020), the Faculty of Philosophy of the State University “Ss. Cyril and
Methodius” of Skopje (2021), the University “St. Kliment Ohridski” from
Bitola (2021), the National Institute for Strategic Global Studies in Algeria
(INESG) (2021), the Begin-Sadat Center for Strategic Studies (2021) and the
King Juan Carlos University in Madrid (2022).

During the same period, the Institute became a member of several
important associations: the Global Partnership Centre of China and the
CEE Countries (2019), the Alliance of International Science Organisations
(ANSO) (2022), and the European Alliance for Social Sciences and
Humanities (EASSH) (2022).

Visits of ambassadors accredited to the Republic of Serbia are a special
contribution to the improvement of international cooperation. In the last
three years, the Institute has been visited by the ambassadors of India,
Croatia, Argentina, the United Arab Emirates, Iraq, Indonesia, Finland, the
Russian Federation, Iran, Cuba, Egypt, Palestine, Mexico, Algeria, Israel,
and the Republic of Korea.

OTHER ACTIVITIES

Starting from 2016, the Institute has traditionally organised the “Winter
School of International Relations”, a one-month project attended by 20 to 30
final-year students in the fields of political science, security, law, and
economics, as well as master’s and doctoral students. Through a series of
lectures, workshops, simulations, and the final gathering, the participants
of the “Winter School” gain new knowledge in the field of modern
international relations.

In cooperation with the Confucius Institute from Novi Sad, the Institute
has been organising Chinese language courses since 2020.

The Institute organises short-term volunteer cycles on a regular basis, and
over 50 students from the University of Belgrade have participated so far.

Humanitarian work is a special feature of the Institute. In the last three
years alone, several actions for the collection of clothes and shoes have been
organised for the needs of the residents of the Centre for Admission of
Adults and the Elderly from Belgrade, the Shelter for Street Children from
Belgrade, and the Republic Commissariat for Refugees and Migration.

As of January 1, 2022, the Institute of International Politics and
Economics is in the process of transformation as the first institute of social
sciences in the Republic of Serbia in that process. The transformation is being
carried out as part of the World Bank-funded Serbia Accelerating Innovation
and Growth Entrepreneurship (SAIGE) Project, which is being carried out
by the Ministry of Education, Science, and Technological Development.
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In 2015, the Institute established the Annual Award, which is awarded
to the most successful employee, for the results achieved in work,
commitment in the workplace, respect for work discipline and
contribution to the development of interpersonal relationships.
