Traditionally, Serbia has good and elaborated bilateral
relations with countries in this part of the world, so the work of
researchers is often related to topics of this nature. Researchers edited the
following collections: “Integration Processes in Eurasia” (2019), “Conflict
Zones in the Post-Soviet Space and Regional Security” (2021), as well as
thematic research related to Eurasian studies in the collections: “Energy
Diplomacy of the Republic of Serbia in Contemporary International

The “Belt and Road” Regional Centre studies the global economic,
political, legal, and security effects of the Chinese “Belt and Road”
initiative, as well as the foreign policy challenges for Serbia’s
participation. It was founded on the basis of an agreement signed with
the Institute for European Studies of the Chinese Academy of Social
Sciences in 2017, as a regional centre for project management in the then
format of cooperation “16 + 1”. In cooperation with this institute, the
centre was a co-organiser of many conferences and a co-publisher of
proceedings. The international conferences held in Belgrade “Belt and
Road Initiative: Six Years After” (2019), and “The 8th High-Level
Symposium of Think-Tanks of China-CEEC” (2022), as well as the
proceedings “The Cooperation between China and the Balkan Countries
under the Belt and Road Initiative” and “Chinese Development
Processes: Changes and Projections”, stand out. From 2021, the centre
holds regular conferences and publishes papers within the “Dialogues
on China” format. In addition, since 2023, it has been holding round
tables entitled “Discussions, analyses, narratives”, also dedicated to the
study of China in the light of international relations.

INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION

OTHER ACTIVITIES

Starting from 2016, the Institute has traditionally organised the
“Winter School of International Relations”, a one-month project attended
by 20 to 30 final-year students in the fields of political science, security,
law, and economics, as well as master’s and doctoral students. Through
a series of lectures, workshops, simulations, and the final gathering, the
participants of the “Winter School” gain new knowledge in the field of
modern international relations. The “Winter School” is managed by Dr.
Vladimir Trapara, Senior Research Fellow, head of the Centre for Euro-
Atlantic Studies.

In cooperation with the Confucius Institute from Novi Sad, the
Institute has been organising Chinese language courses since 2020. On
behalf of the Institute for International Politics and Economy, Chinese
language courses are organized by Dr. Katarina Zakic¢, Research Fellow,
head of the Centre for “Belt and Road” Studies.

The Institute organises short-term volunteer cycles on a regular basis,
and over 50 students from the faculties of the Republic of Serbia have
participated so far.
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Humanitarian work is a special feature of the Institute. In the last four
years alone, several actions for the collection of clothes and shoes have
been organised for the needs of the residents of the Centre for Admission
of Adults and the Elderly from Belgrade, the Shelter for Street Children
from Belgrade, and the Republic Commissariat for Refugees and
Migration. The humanitarian action implemented for the needs of victims
of the earthquake in Turkey in February 2022 should also be noted.

As of January 1, 2022, the Institute of International Politics and
Economics is in the process of transformation as the first institute of
social sciences in the Republic of Serbia in that process. The
transformation is being carried out as part of the World Bank-funded
Serbia Accelerating Innovation and Growth Entrepreneurship (SAIGE)
Project, which is being carried out by the Ministry of Science,
Technological Development and Innovation.

In 2015, the Institute established the Annual Award, which is
awarded to the most successful employee, for the achieved work results,
commitment at the workplace, respect for work discipline and
contribution to the development of interpersonal relations. Previous
winners of the Institute’s Annual Award are Dr. Srdan Kora¢ (2015), Dr.
Dragan DPukanovi¢ (2016), Dr. Sanja Balovi¢ (2017), Dr. DusSan
Prorokovi¢ (2018), Dr. Ivona Ladevac (2019), Dr. Ljiljana Marinkovi¢
